Thank you for applying to the Holoholo Discipleship Training School.  In general, you are encouraged to apply early, at least two months prior to the start of school for US students and three months prior to the start of school for non-US citizens. 

IN ORDER FOR US TO PROCESS YOUR APPLICATION, WE MUST HAVE ALL OF THE FOLLOWING FORMS (except reference forms) SENT TO US AT ONE TIME.  If a question on the form does not apply to you, write N/A (not applicable) in the blank.

Application Form – Each individual must fill out completely (including children and nanny if needed). 

Application Fee – Must be in U.S. dollars ($50 single, $70 couple) and must be sent with application.  Your application will not be processed until we receive this fee.

Health Form – Please complete this form and submit it along with one for each of your family members, if attending as a family.  Tuberculosis (TB) Clearance: The State of Hawaii requires that all students and children must be tested for TB and submit evidence of a negative skin test or clear chest x-ray.  This can be recorded on the Health Form by a doctor or on a separate report from an examination facility.  Documentation must clearly indicate the test performed, the results, the examination facility where the test was performed, and the date of the test.  This testing must be done within one year prior to application.  

Reference Forms – You must have 3 people each fill out a separate reference form.  They are (1) Pastor, 


(2) Teacher/Employer/YWAM Leader, and (3) Friend.  We suggest that when you give these reference forms to the people designated above, that you include a stamped envelope that is addressed to the Holoholo DTS so they can send it in as quickly as possible.  Your acceptance process may be hindered or aided by the timely manner in which we receive your reference forms.

Financial Acknowledgement Contract – Please read, sign, and mail this form in with your application.  We will keep this on file to ensure that you have read and understood the financial terms of attending the Holoholo DTS.  This form must be received before we can process your application.

English Proficiency Information – All students whose native language is Not English must submit either their TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) or a Report on Proficiency in English with the Information on English Language Ability Form.  This TOEFL test is administered at 1275 test centers in 180 countries.
